PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION MEETING

TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 10, 2009

A scheduled meeting of the North Pekin Planning and Zoning Commission was called to order by Mike Johnson at 7:00 PM Tuesday, November 10, 2009 at the North Pekin Village Hall. There was an agenda for this meeting.

Minutes of the October 13, 2009 meeting of this Commission were approved as written.
REPORT FROM VILLAGE ZONING ENFORCEMENT OFFICER:

No building permits were issued since the October report.

Mike Johnson inquired whether all Commission members had been informed of the Village Christmas dinner. All are aware of the dinner.

Mike reported that this Commission’s proposed changes to Title 8, Chapter 9, the Village ordinance regulating signs, is now under study by the Village Board for possible action.

Regarding the issue of building permits having expired without proper completion of the work called for, the holders of three such permits noted in last month’s minutes will be mailed a registered notice to appear at a Village Meeting to represent their cases before the Village Board. The next action will then be decided by the Board.

Mike read a short list of known holders of Special Use Permits who have not responded to the recently enacted changes to the ordinance regulating them. The Village Board will be given the names and the next action will be decided by the Board.

Mike distributed revised versions of the Village’s new color coded Zoning District Map. This map was generated by Pat Myers after he was shown some inaccuracies in the first issue of the map. The Commission members studied the revised map. This time only minor questions were raised. Mike will meet again with Myers.

Ken Simmons asked why the current Village ordinance regulating Special Use Permits prohibits the holder of such a permit from having any sort of sign advertising the business or activity being conducted at the location. After some discussion on this matter, Dick Moon made a motion, seconded by Sharon Rast, that Ken prepare a modification to said ordinance, Title 10, Chapter 10, to include wording that would make the ordinance more to his liking. The entire Commission will discuss his proposal at a future meeting and possibly recommend Village Board action on this matter. This motion was adopted 4-0. Ken will proceed.
