Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting

Tuesday, October 13, 2009

     A scheduled meeting of the North Pekin Planning and Zoning Commission was called to order by Mike Johnson at 7:00 PM Tuesday, October 13, 2009 at the North Pekin Village Hall. There was an agenda for this meeting. 

     Present: Doug Goertzen, Don Hicks, Mike Johnson, Dick Moon, Sharon Rast, and Ken Simmons. Absent: Shawn Landrith.  Also present: No one.

    Minutes of the September 1, 2009 meeting of this Commission were approved as written.

Report from Village Zoning Enforcement Officer:

The following permits have been issued since the last meeting:

#1251: Nicholas Daniels, 109 S. McArthur, attached deck.

#1252: Jon Conl, 126 Center, roof addition.

#1253: James Brown, 2050 Edgewater Dr., detached garage.

#1254: Rodney Wamsley, 141 N. Roosevelt, new driveway.

#1255: Carmon Howerton, 133 N Roosevelt, new gabled roof.

     Mike Johnson also reported that he was approached by a prospective buyer of two parcels of land which total about ninety two acres, wondering about Village regulations for use of the land in question. Mike’s brief investigation uncovered discrepancies in County records as to the true location of the acreage. Mike will follow up on this and report back to the Commission. 

     Mike also distributed a letter he prepared for the Village Trustees and Attorney concerning three long outdated building permits where the work has not been satisfactorily completed. Mike is asking for “review and possible legal action” regarding the permits, which are in violation of Village ordinances. 

Report from Village Board: None

Old Business:

     The Commission discussed in detail how they would like to have the Village Ordinance controlling signs to read in the future. The trustees already have a copy of a preliminary proposal on this matter. After discussion Doug Goertzen made a motion, second by Ken Simmons to make minor changes to the original proposal and have the Trustees study the revised version. This motion was adopted 5-0. Sharon Rast will retype Title 8, Chapter 9, incorporating this Commission’s final proposal. Dick Moon will create a cover letter for the proposal. Hopefully the finished proposal will be before the trustees by the Village Meeting of October 19.

New Business:

     Mike Johnson and Dick Moon explained to other Commission members that the Village Trustees have created two new zoning designations: C1 and C2. The “C” denotes “Conservation”. These two zones will be written to allow “hunting” in Village limits if the owner of a property so re-zoned are granted Special Use Permits to allow that type of activity. Unknown at this time is how the new zones will be described when they are added to Village Title 10. The Commission was only being advised of the Board’s action and that this Commission must be aware of the consequences after the ordinances are part of Village codes.
     Mike Johnson had a newly created Village Zoning Map which he invited Commission members to study for possible corrections. The map was a very nice large, color coded version. Commission members discussed the map in detail and noted a few inaccuracies that will be brought to Pat Meyers’ attention by Mike. 

     A motion was made, seconded, and approved, to adjourn at 8:40 PM.
