NORMAL BUSINESS:

Approved tonight’s agenda as presented, 5-0 by roll call.
Minutes of the August 9, 2011 Commission meeting were approved as written, 5-0 by
Roll call.
PUBLIC HEARINGS:  
Petition by Mr. and Mrs. Jeff Strubhar for a Variance to build new residence, exceeding Village regulation for setback from South Roosevelt St. Minutes of that hearing are separate from these minutes.  
HOUSEKEEPING ITEMS:
Bill Gordon announced a North Pekin Village Cleanup for three days which will begin Monday, September 19. 

REPORT FROM VILLAGE ZONING ENFORCEMENT OFFICER:
Mike Johnson requested a moment of silence in memory of previous Commission member Don Hicks. Don served the Commission well until family matters forced him to resign. He passed away recently. 
Permits issued since last report:
#1330: Coleen Roberts, 313 N. Main, New roof over porch.

#1331: Dennis Goertzen, 2 Glen Lane, new garage (previously was granted a variance

             for location of garage).

Mike again brought attention to the site on South Main St. where silt fences are in place, with an 80 x 200 foot building being planned. This will be a warehouse containing eight offices. The project will require a major effort in earth movement to make the site suitable for construction. 

OLD BUSINESS:  
Proposed B-1 and B-2 revisions: The Village Board was previously given marked-up proposals from this Commission for these two ordinances. The Village Attorney now has them and will craft the proposed changes into ordinance form. Following that, the proposed revised ordinances will be reviewed by both this Commission and the Board for possible further revisions.
Application for Business Permit:

All present agreed that the Village needs some sort of “Business Permit”. Previous discussions have set a $25 fee for new businesses, but not charging existing businesses that startup fee. However, the information the Village intends to collect  for new businesses needs to be collected for existing businesses.

Hoping to use the existing “Special Use Permit Application” form as a guideline, copies were distributed to Commission members, who were asked to study this issue and have some suggestions for the October Commission meeting. 

Sign Ordinance discussion:
A brief discussion was held about crafting a new or revised ordinance regulating signs in the Village. As a result, Commission members were referred to existing Title 8, Chapter 8, titled “Billboards and Signs” for study. Commission members were asked to review this ordinance and have suggestions for action at the October meeting of this Commission.
NEW BUSINESS: 
Title 2, Chapter 5 discussion:
Since Dick Moon had asked to have this on the agenda, he outlined a few passages in Title 2, Chapter 5 that recent Village actions have made inaccurate and asked if these and other discrepancies should be corrected. A long discussion followed, with Attorney Anderson having input. Some of the inaccuracies will be corrected by Attorney Anderson, ready for our study in time for the October meeting of this Commission. As for other noted items in this chapter, Commission members were asked to study the existing ordinance and bring suggestions for discussion at the same meeting.
